In our 'Come and See' lessons
the children will be exploring
the Church through three
main themes: Celebrating
Gathering and Growing.

Also they will be sorting items
by height, length and weight.

Focus will be on speaking and
listening activities, role-play
and listening and responding
well to stories and others.
Also, to follow instructions
and build up knowledge of new
vocabulary.
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Familiar stories and
exploring books on Winter and
Penguins.

Children will be encouraged to
write their full names and
say/spell and write sounds in
words and try to write own
simple sentences.
